FROM THE LEADERSHIP TEAM 
It is hard to believe we have reached the mid point  
of Term 4.  Our focus on maintaining a very settled learning environment for our 
students has ensured that our students are continuing to make progress both 
socially and academically.  Teachers have been conducting the DIBELS tests 
to ascertain where their students are at in terms of oral reading fluency and 
accuracy benchmarks.  From the result we have seen so far, we can see very 
impressive gains in the area of Reading across all grades.  Students have also 
been completing the PAT Maths tests as an indicator of their growth in this 
area.  Mathematics has, and will continue to be, a strong focus area and the 
teachers have done incredible work in designing quality assessments and 
differentiated activities. 
The students are also approaching the completion of the Phonics (Infants) and 
Spelling Mastery (Primary) Programs which have been invaluable in 
establishing foundation skills and our students have really enjoyed engaging in 
these lessons every day. 

Teachers are currently working on student reports for the end 
of year and will use a variety of assessment data, work 
samples and observations throughout this semester to report 
on individual student progress.  The Leadership Team is 
working on staffing for 2021 and over the coming weeks will 
work in consultation with teachers on transition plans for 
individual students who may require them.  If parents have 
any concerns or questions regarding their child’s transition 
into their 2021 class, please do not hesitate to phone the 
Office to make an appointment to speak with your child’s 
teacher.
