OSHC (Outside of School Hours Care) 2021 

As was communicated via Compass this week the OSHC 
(Outside of School Hours Care) service will no longer be 
operating at St Patrick’s School Lithgow.  Centacare has 
made the difficult decision to close the service following low 
attendance numbers resulting in the service running at a 
significant financial loss.   
We are disappointed to be losing the service as we know that many families 
have benefitted from having this after school care option.  Families who have 
relied on this service this year can be assured that the service will continue until 
the end of 2020, however due to very low attendance on Fridays, the service 
will close on Fridays after 13th November (a letter from Centacare will go home 
to families who have had children attending on Fridays outlining further details). 
 

Staffing 2021 

As you are aware, we have been working very hard as a school community over 
the past 18 months to improve and promote our school in order to build 
enrolments.  During the last few weeks we have been working with the 
Executive Director of Schools, Mrs Christina Trimble and Schools Consultant, 
Mr Warren Loy on analysing projected enrolment data for 2021. With our 
projected numbers we were able to put forward a proposal to increase staffing 
for 2021 and we are thrilled to announce that Mrs Christina Trimble has 
accepted our proposal and granted us two additional teaching positions for 
2021.  This wonderful news brings with it much excitement for St Patrick’s 
School as it shows how much we have achieved together over the past 18 
months. This also means that the current Year 2 and 4 classes will return to two 
stream grades in 2021, ie:  two classes per grade for Years 3 and 5 in 2021. 
Advertisements for these positions have been distributed this week. 
We express our sincere gratitude to Mrs Christina Trimble and her team at the 
CEDB for investing in our school and believing in our vision for the school and 
Lithgow communities.  We also thank the parent community for supporting us 
in our work and spreading the word about our wonderful school.
